SUBJECT:  Advanced Suicide Prevention Training   

1.  The Chief of Chaplains will sponsor a Advanced Suicide Prevention Training course at the Menninger Clinic, in Topeka, KS 27-31 July 1998.  The course is entitled, “The Military Chaplain’s Response to Trauma in the Family.”  Attendees should have completed a Basic Suicide Prevention Course.

2.  The course is open to chaplains and chaplain assistants.  It is recommended that personnel attending have at least 12 months remaining on station. Training allocations are at the enclosure.

3.  Addressees will forward the list of attendees via Email to the FORSCOM POC NLT Friday, 10 July 1998.   The lists will include participant’s NAME, RANK, MAILING ADDRESS, and DAYTIME TELEPHONE number.  Please show “Funded Training Allocation” or “Unfunded Training Allocation” status for each attendee.  

4.  All participants are required to obtain local funding for travel, lodging, and per diem costs.  The $175 Registration Fee per participant will be funded by the Chief of Chaplains for Funded Training Allocation attendees.  For the Unfunded Training Allocation attendees, the individual must pay the $175 Registration Fee (reimbursable if so stated on orders) directly to the Menninger Clinic.  A rental car is advisable since the Menninger Clinic is one mile from the closest lodging.  The flight to and from KCI Airport to Topeka, KS is comparable to the cost of a rental car.  See enclosure for Registration and Training Information.

5.  Individuals will make their own lodging accommodations with the Holiday Inn West. The telephone number is (800) 822-0216.  Mention “Chaplain Training Program” to receive our special conference rate.  Participants should make reservations as soon as possible.  Once our block of rooms is filled, individuals will be referred to another hotel. Individuals can make alternate lodging accommodations with the AmeriSuites Hotel, Wanamaker Rd, 6021 SW Sixth Avenue, Topeka, KS. The phone number: 913/273-0066.
