GIFTS FROM THE HOMEFRONT

We'd like to share with you another great program in support of our Soldiers called 'Gifts From the Homefront', one of
AAFES' support programs, which provides needed items to Soldiers.

The AAFES website at http://www.aafes.com/docs/homefront.htm has the link to this program, "Gifts From the
Homefront", that allows any American (not just authorized shoppers) to purchase gift certificates that go to Soldiers, to
include a link to give certificates to Soldiers who are hospitalized. These certificates are distributed through the Fisher
House. AAFES has personal shoppers who will take the gift certificates and buy whatever the Soldiers wants or needs.
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AAFES has also just been given permission by OSD to sell prepaid telephone calling cards to any American who wants to
send them to the troops. This program should be unveiled on the AAFES website in the next few weeks. Thank you for
your continued support to our fellow Soldiers."

CHILDCARE SUPPORT FROM CYS

The injuries and deaths of Army Soldiers appeared on the news yesterday. If any of the deceased/injured soldiers are
assigned to 1CD, Child and youth Services (CYS) stands ready to provide child care support to their families or to 1CD
Soldiers/FRG leaders who are supporting these families during this very stressful time. We have vacancies in each of our
three Child Developments Centers (CDCs) and in our School Age Care (SAC) sites. In addition, we have emergency
Family Child Care homes/providers that are willing to provide 24/7 care.

Should Short Term Alternative Child Care (STACC) sites be required for memorial services or other types of assemblies
for Soldiers and Family members, we are able to set these sites up. We have identified 9 sites thus far that are near to
1CD operations.
