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MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBIJECT: Wear of Reflectorized Vests for Physical Training on Fort Hood

1. Personnel conducting Physical Training (P'T) at anytime on Fort Hood roadways will wear
reflective vests that meet the minimum design specifications in paragraph two. The new Arny
PT uniform has limited reflective characteristics. Therefore, the reflective vest must be worn
over the new Army PT uniform, when it is worn. This requirement also applies to civilians and
visitors residing in VIP/Guest quarters who run on the installation. This policy supplements
current policy in FH Reg. 190-5, Fort Hood Traffic Code, 1 Feb 93.

2. As a minimum, vests will be constructed of orange mesh, 18" long and 14” wide (front and
back). It will be trimmed around the edges with a bright colored bias tape and have high-gloss
reflective strips at least 1 wide running the full width front and back. When it becomes
necessary to replace any vest due to loss or fair wear and tear, only vests meeting the minimum
specifications will be procured and issued. Units are responsible for the funding and
procurement of additional and replacement vests for their personnel.

3. Reflective devices have proved to be an cffective control measure to enhance runner safety
during daylight as well as periods of low visibility. When used properly, 1 feel confident that
reflective vests provide needed protection for our soldiers and civilians while running and/or
conducting PT on Fort Hood.
