FACILITATOR’S GUIDE FOR THE 

“TACTICAL LOW WATER CROSSING”

SAFETY BRIEFING
Target: Mandatory for every soldier who trains on the Fort Hood reservation.

Terminal Objective/Purpose:  Educate soldiers on the potential hazards of flooding and how that impacts on tactical low water crossings.  Also, brief soldiers on the Fort Hood crossing site procedures outlined in III Corps and Fort Hood Command Policy # G3-01-02.

 Preparation:

1. Review the (MS Powerpoint) briefing charts and note pages.  Download briefing file from Fort Hood LAN public folders (Path://Public Folders/All Public Folders/Fort Hood Public Folders/III Corps Public Folders/III Corps G1/Safety-III Corps G1/Low Water Crossing Safety Brief) Become familiar with the purpose/information outlined in the briefing.  Prepare own notes.

2. Procure a Fort Hood training area map (1:50,000)  

3. Review III Corps and Fort Hood Command Policy# G3-01-02, Tactical Low Water Crossing Procedures, dated 12 Apr 2001.    
4. Review App. D, FH Suppl 1 to AR 385-10, Safety Program. Become familiar with flash flooding warnings outlined in App. D.

5. Review Chapter 7, FM 90-13, River Crossing Operations.  Familiarize yourself with field calculations for water width, velocity, drift, and general stream/bank conditions.

6. Review river crossing guidance in your unit SOPs to ensure they track with provisions of Command Policy # G3-01-02 and this safety briefing.     

7. Prepare handouts if desired.
8. Set up the training area.  Computer for MS Powerpoint, screen, and Fort Hood training area map.
